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A National Confederation of Parent Teacher Associations

OBJECTS

The object of the Association (“the Objects”) is to
advance the education of pupils in the School in
particular by

developing effective relationships between the staff
parents and others associated with the School;

engaging in activities or providing facilities or equipment
which support the School and advance the education of
the pupils;

POWERS
The Association has the following powers, which may be
exercised only in promating the Obiects:

To provide advice

To publish or distribute information

To co-operate with other bodies

To raise funds (but not by means of taxable trading)

To acquire or hire property of any kind

To make grants or loans of money and to give guarantees

To set aside funds for special purposes or as reserves
against future expenditure

To deposit or invest funds in any lawful manner (but to
invest only after obtaining advice from a financial expert
and having regard to the suitability of investments and
the need for diversification)

To take out public liability and personal accident insur-
ance to cover Association meetings, activities, Officers,
and Committee Members, to insure the Association's
property against any foreseeable risk and take out other
insurance policies to protect the Association where
required

To insure members of the Committee against the costs of
a successful defence to a criminal prosecution brought
against them as charity trustees or against personal
liability incurred in respect of any act or omission which is
or is alleged to be a breach of trust or breach of duty
(unless the member concerned knew that, or was reckless
whether, the act or omission was a breach of trust or
breach of duty)

Subject to clause .2, to employ paid or unpaid agents,
staff or advisers

To enter into contracts to provide services to or on behalf
of other bodies

To pay the costs of forming the Association

To do anything else within the law which promotes the
Objects

BUT the Committee shall not undertake any activity in the
school premises without the consent of the Headteacher.

MEMBERSHIP
Members of the Association are:

in a Parents Association the parents guardians or carers
of a pupil currently attending the Schoal

in a Parent-Teacher Association or Home-School
Association the above plus the members of the teaching
and non-teaching staff currently employed by the School.
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in any other Association any person wishing to offer
appropriate support or help to the School and who is
accepted by the Committee as a member.

BUT the Committee may for good reason (whether or not
at the request of the Governing Body or the Headteacher)
exclude any person from membership whose presence at
or support of the School is deemed a danger to the
School or its pupils or staff or might bring the Association
into disrepute (but only after notifying the member
concerned in writing and considering the matter in the
light of any written representations which the member
puts forward within 14 clear days after receiving notice).

GENERAL MEETINGS
All members are entitled to attend any AGM or EGM of the
Association

General meetings are called by 21 clear days’ written
notice to the members specifying the business to be
transacted

There is a quorum at a general meeting if the number of
members personally present is a least three times the
number of Committee Members in office at the
commencement of the meeting

The Chair or (if the Chair is unable or unwilling to do so)
some other member elected by those present presides at
a general meeting

Except where otherwise provided in this Constitution,
every issue at a general meeting is determined by a
simple majority of the votes cast by the members present
in person

Except for the chair of the meeting, who has a second or

-casting vote, every member present in person is entitled

to one vote on every issue

An AGM must be held in every year (except that the first
AGM may be held at any time within 18 months after the
formation of the Association)

At an AGM the members:

5.8.1 receive the accounts of the Association for the
previous financial year

5.8.2 receive the report of the Committee on the
Association’s activities since the previous AGM

5.8.3 elect the Committee

5.8.4 appoint an independent examiner or auditor for
the Association

5.8.5 may confer on any individual (with his or her
consent) the honorary title of Patron, President or
Vice-President of the Association

5.8.6 discuss and determine any issues of policy or

deal with any other business put before them

An EGM may be called at any time by the Committee and
must be called within 21 days after a written request to
the Committee from at least 10 members

THE COMMITTEE
The Committee as charity trustees have control of the
Association and its property and funds

The Committee when complete shall comprise the officers
and the other persons set out in clause 1.4 all of whom
